Willingness to accept assignments outside normal duties

Activities to improve EMS program’s visibility in the community, to create awareness of and confidence in the EMS system -- blood pressure clinics, CPR courses, health promotion activities, presentations to schools, churches and civic groups, routine communications with local public officials, radio programs, newspaper articles, etc.
